Dressing rooms are reserved for older age divisions to do hair and make-up. The younger age groups need to
come to registration ready for the pageant. All contestants can use bathrooms or dressing
rooms (if space is available) for a quick change into pageant attire.

An itinerary will be emailed to contestants when application is received.

Contestant age groups: Girls: 12-23 months 2-3 years 4-6 years 7-9 years
10-12 years 13-15 years Teen Miss Diamond Daze 16 to 19 years Miss Diamond Daze.

Boys: 12-23 months 2- 3 years 4-6 years 7-9 years

The age the contestant is on the day of the pageant will be their age group. Contestant numbers will be given in
the order your entry form is received. First in will be the last out.

Dress: Contestants may dress in Sunday’s best or a pageant dress. This is not a glitz pageant! Please, do not
dress in a glitz pageant dress. Boys may wear their Sunday’s best or a suit. Miss Diamond Daze contestants (16
to 19 yrs) must wear a pageant gown or prom dress. Contact the Director if you are not sure about your attire.

Modeling: Modeling is traditionally done in a three X pattern, 1 in front and 2 in back (X’s will be marked on
stage). There is no right or wrong way to model, whatever makes the contestant comfortable. Each contestant
will model individually first then will come back to the stage for a line up with all contestants in their age group.
Practicing at home is encouraged. Age groups 12-23 months and 2-3 years (girls & boys) must be accompanied
by a parent, guardian, or family member on stage. You are encouraged to dress nicely if you are accompanying
your child on stage. You may practice on the stage before the pageant begins.

Entry Fee: There is a $40 non-refundable entry fee. You may ask for sponsors in your family or the community
to help with your entry fee and attire. Sponsors are not mandatory. Deadline for entry is April 30t", 2026.
Deadline is subject to change if age group has a large number of contestants. Entries will NOT be taken at the
door under any circumstances. It is the contestant and/or parent’s responsibility to make sure you or your child
is entered in the pageant before May 1st. If you do not receive an itinerary or confirmation from the Director:
Deree Stafford, you will not be considered a contestant in the pageant. No one except the director is allowed to
make exceptions for entry.

Judging.” There will be three qualified judges not from the area. Please do not talk to the judges or stand near
them. Younger age divisions (12 months to 15 years) are judged on personality, stage presence, and overall
presentation.



Miss Diamond Daze (16 to 19 yrs.) judging is as follows: Miss Diamond Daze will be judged in Evening Wear, On-
Stage Question and Overall Presentation. Each contestant will model individually, have a group-line up then
answer an on-stage question. Your on-stage question will be “Why do you want to be Miss Diamond Daze?” You
will be given 30 seconds to answer.

Winners: All winners will receive a crown, sash, cash prize or gift. There can be a 1%, 2", 3, and 4 runner-up
for each age division. All runner-up contestants will receive a certificate and gift.

Miss Diamond Daze will receive a crown, sash, flowers, cash prize, and scholarship. The evening wear winner
and on-stage question winner will receive individual certificates. There can be a 1%, 2", and 3™ runner-up,
depending on the number of entries. They will receive a certificate and gift.

Miss Diamond Daze and Teen Miss Diamond Daze will be required to attend any events, appearances, and

parades asked of her. It will be her responsibility to find a vehicle for the parades. She will be required to do a
mandatory community service project of her choosing during her reign. She is viewed as an ambassador for our
community, and will be held to that standard.

If you are crowned in your age division, you cannot compete again in the same age division.
